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Updating the FSC Remedy Framework from PfA V2 to V3

The FSC Remedy Framework in consultation March-April 2022 is applied to any violations of the Policy for
Association (PfA) that took place during the effective period of version 2 of the policy. The main remedy
and operational improvement requirements are not foreseen to be impacted by the revision of the policy,
but some updates will be required to align with the scope of the new policy version. In addition, the
requirements for remedy for certification of converted land will be removed since this will be no longer
possible after the cut-off date. This chart shows the main updates required. The changes will be carried out
after the approval of the policy as technical changes to create a version of the framework which will be
applied to violations withing the scope of the PfA version 3.
